Extracts from CCCA Scholarship Essays
Sean Chen:
My life would not be this way it is were it not for Chinese School. I remember the days when we would run around under the foundation of Redwood and play around there. So many of my friends I had met at Chinese School. Because of Chinese School, I have some sense of writing and reading, and can type Chinese way faster than either of my parents (although I know about one percent of the amount of words they know). Because of Chinese School, I know most of the provinces of China and their capitals. Because of Chinese School, I know poems by Li Bai, sayings of Confucius, and stories of ancient China. Most of all, were it not for Chinese School, I would not have the friends I have now.

We live in a conformist America, where powerful pressures come from every direction to Americanize us. Indeed, it is a good thing to become part of this country. Yet, it is important to also acknowledge our roots and to understand who we are.

It is not bad to be different in this world. Our background and upbringing makes us special in this massive nation of trends and fashions. It builds a person’s character, adds layers unto his or her experience, and provides support. Not many people in this nation have such a heritage and culture as ours.
Gary Fong:

Having been a student at the Thousand Oaks Chinese School, I can say confidently that that experience was unique and worthwhile. I regret not taking my studies as seriously as I should have, but in the end, I am glad to have had the opportunity to find friends who have so much in common. The connections made at Chinese School are so strong and lasting that I believe I will remember these people for the rest of my life. There are two amazing things that I learned at Chinese School; discovering who you are through culture and friends is an invaluable experience, and learning how to write Chinese is possibly one of the hardest things you will ever do.
Renee Heyman:
I loved being at Chinese School: the friends, the atmosphere. I felt as though I shared something special with my companions there - a common heritage.  I wanted to speak the language, but I was too afraid. I wanted to write, but I couldn't remember the characters. I wanted to understand, but I couldn't think fast enough.

Written in red dry-erase ink in front of us was the translation: "can."  Finally, the little green face on the reverse side of the note card had a meaning, one I could understand.  After printing the three letters in its appropriate area, I turned the card around. It suddenly clicked.  This character was more than a hat and a face; it was a life lesson.  I had almost given up, but something in that stern-faced character told me I could.  Surprisingly, it was Chinese School that taught me my most valuable lesson: "wo hui."

Paul Jeng:

On a more educational level, Chinese school enlightened me to the rich culture and lush history of China. Not only did I gain the knowledge to read and write one of the oldest languages in the world, I also learned cultural things that I will never forget, such as the Chinese zodiac and Chinese dynasties, which I can still recite from memory in perfect order.

I took advantage of third period, learning origami, Student government, chess, and other things. However, I feel one of the greatest benefits of Chinese school was the relationships that it fostered amongst the young Chinese community. I made many friends in my class, for every year the same people were in my class, and through these friendships I gained a sense of pride in my heritage in a realm applicable to contemporary society. Now as a senior about to graduate, I still fondly remember the adventures I had after Chinese school with my friends, exploring school grounds and playing Pokemon, and I am happy to still be in contact with many of my old Chinese school classmate.

Every year, I remember the two largest events of the school year were the Track and Field weekend and.the Chinese New Year Show. Although it was completely voluntary to join, every year there would be students signing up to participate in the shows. Every year, I found the program full of devoted volunteers and brilliant students who all tried their best to create an amazing show.

I will never forget the memories and the experiences Chinese school has offered to me. These gifts are invaluable to me and every Saturday, I am brought closer to my unique culture and history. On a final note, I would like to thank all the parents who supported their children's Chinese education and who keep Thousand Oaks Chinese School running today.

Chinese school, whenever I hear these two words, a great torrent of memories flood through my mind. During those harsh times when my family and I first moved here, Chinese school was like a safe haven for me. There I found people I can actually communicate with for my lack understanding in the English language those first few years. My hobby of origami, cultivated well by Chinese School, has remained a constant theme throughout my educational career, in ways I had never expected…….It became an unexpected legacy that actually obtained much value as a symbol of my Asian heritage and a diplomat to those whom I’m unfamiliar with.

The greatest feat that this Chinese School heritage had accomplished was during the 2005 California Boys’ State program in Sacramento. …… I was appointed to head of the city beautification committee, spending many hours diligently crafting large origami creations to bestow upon our humble city. Dozens of cranes, flowers, and rising suns were completed to give our city a welcome Eastern touch. …… By the end of the program, my city had soundly taken the award for Model City. According to the counselors, the decision was made with the largest margin in years. Who knew that even the minor extracurricular activities of Chinese School could have such repercussions?

We worked together on class assignments to figure out things that we wouldn’t have been able to figure out otherwise. Through our struggles, we gained a sense of community and I made friendships that I still hold dear.
Despite my past feelings, I now look back at Chinese School fondly. I reconnected with my culture just by being in that environment. Through the people I met and the classes I took. I not only learned the language, but intricacies like Chinese knotting and calligraphy. Chinese school gave me an education that was completely one of a kind.

Despite the late Friday nights of doing homework or cramming for a test, I do feel like I walk away from Chinese school having gained something. Throughout the many years, I have participated in just about every Chinese school event there is including speech contests, calligraphy contests, poster contests, Chinese jeopardy competitions, track and field day, and numerous performances. As I prepare to go to college next year, I’m grateful for all the memories, experiences, and knowledge I've gained from the burden that used to be Chinese School.

Dorothy Chen:
Chinese School has provided me with so many opportunities to grow and develop into myself as an individual.  From the fundamentals of Chinese -the language (characters, pronunciation, and grammar) and the culture - to experiencing my first real job as an assistant jazz dance teacher.

One of the most outstanding experiences I had at Chinese School was the yearly Memorial Weekend camping trips.  Memories of the boys’ fascination with the campfires, melting s’mores on sticks found in the forest, people strumming guitars around the picnic tables, grilled salmon sitting next to Styrofoam boxes of fried rice, nightly mah jong games around a lantern…all blend together as I recall these trips that “forced” us to bond with nature for several days and, more importantly, bond with our families, tighten our friendships, and bond everyone together as a community and school.  Back at Chinese School, memories of chun jie wan hui and handkerchief dances come flooding back, along with memories of third periods spent pouring mo into a small dish in my mao bi class and learning to dun and hold my brush correctly to draw horses, bamboo, chicks, and cherry blossoms.  I still clearly remember the scramble of kids out of the classroom doors at the sound of the recess bell, smiling and holding snacks room moms would provide; the dedicated teachers lecturing us to remember bu shou and bi hua; struggling to master han yu pin yin; receiving certificates and acknowledgements for good grades and perfect attendance; watching intense ping pong games right before third period began.

Aside from teaching Chinese language and customs, my Chinese School presents an annual Chinese New Year’s performance, showcasing traditional and modern dances, acrobatics, storytelling, and music. I used to perform in the shows; nowadays, I volunteer backstage every year to assist the young performers. Last year, we even had some Caucasians learn Chinese and perform—it is welcome to see such an interest in Chinese culture from all different areas in the community.  

Those of us who still return to Thousand Oaks Chinese School every Saturday morning can agree that three hours a week surrounded by our culture are worth more than sleep. This valuable time spent has endowed me with diversity that I am more than willing to share.

But it wasn’t a waste. Chinese School gave me the friendships that I still keep and cherish. These are the friends that I’ve kept in touch with since “elementary school”, since I was 6 years old. I came to the school more for my friends than for learning. I met friends who came from the same background. Through my years, I’ve learned to embrace the Chinese culture from the lessons in class, the events, the traditions that I experienced. As a senior in high school, I now have no problem saying that on past Saturdays, I had gone to Chinese School.

Not to say that I only attended Chinese School for my personal enjoyment; going to Chinese School allowed me to learn things about my culture and heritage which I otherwise would have never encountered. While we were only able to learn a few meager Chinese words in class, the experience of being submerged in my own culture left a lasting impression. ……. The friendships I made while at Chinese School were perhaps some of the best and most meaningful in my life, and even today I try my best to keep in touch with my old Chinese School comrades. 

Acting on the stage this year in my final Chinese New Year’s performance, I really began to realize everything Chinese School has imparted to me. Knowing it would be my last act, I gave it my all, bringing a fulfilling end to my Chinese School years. Looking back, I can honestly say that Chinese School has been the single most important influence in my life, and I will be forever grateful.

Since then, I have sought and discovered elements of Chinese culture embedded in New Year’s celebrations, Mooncake festivals, calligraphy classes, and Chinese summer camps, all of which Thousand Oaks Chinese School provided me.
